Please note that level 100 and 200 courses (first and second 
year courses) in US universities are very general courses, 
more equivalent to A-levels than degree level work, and 
are not going to be suitable for you unless you are taking 
an introductory course outside of your degree subject as a 
‘free choice’ option. Second year students at The University 
of Manchester should typically take Level 3/300 courses at 
American universities.

All guidance on credit load is based on a student replacing 
60 University of Manchester credits per semester. 
Students will also need to be mindful of minimum credit 
requirements for full-time status for visa requirements.
